
PRIVATE ROAD REVIEW PROCESS

Applicant hires licensed 

civil engineer.

If corrections are required, 

applicant returns plans to 

engineer and/or applies 

for road modification.

The applicant’s engineer certifies the new road is built 

according to the approved plans. 

A maintenance agreement is recorded.

Once plans are approved, County issues Private 
Road Construction Permit.

The County accepts the 

new road.

Planning Staff and other agencies review 
application for compliance with regulations and 

issues SEPA determination.

Applicant submits complete

application and pays fee.

Engineer prepares 

road plans.

Road is constructed in conformance with approved plans.  

Applicant’s Engineer performs all inspections.
