Pre-application 
Meeting

Applicant submits complete
application and pays fee.

* Decision of denial may
be appealed to the 

Superior Court

The Board of County Commissioners holds a 
closed record public meeting.  

The Board considers the Planning Commission 
recommendations and decides to approve, 

approve with conditions or deny. 

Preliminary approval is effective for five years 
within which time applicant must meet conditions 
of preliminary approval, prepare final engineering 
plans, specifications, build all improvements and 

submit final plat. 

Planning Staff reviews 
application, issues SEPA 
determination, publishes 
notice, notifies adjacent 

property owners of public 
hearing date and prepares 
staff recommendations for 
the Planning Commission.

Planning Commission makes recommendation 
to the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) 
to approve, approve with conditions or deny.*

Record final 

plat with the 

County 

Auditor.

New lots can 

be developed.

BOCC 

approves 

final plat.
