Gary,

Here are the answers to the questions you listed in your letter dated September 4th 2009.

1) ….will the county later accept separate invoices from us (Feeney) and from our partner who will be providing Cellular service?

a. Answer: The federal dollars that are supporting this project will not cover monthly bills for cellular service.  If a quote for a modem included data service for specified period, it may be covered by federal dollars if the cost is billed by the vendor submitting the bid.  This does not preclude local agencies for picking up these costs, should they choose to do this with local monies.  
2) Server: Should the vendor supply a quote for a server?

a. Answer: The vendors should submit a quote for the cost of a server that is capable of providing operational support of the vendor’s product. This should take in to account that the scope of this project is to support the activity of 100 vehicles.   There would typically be about 30 to 50 units active at any given time. 

3)  Server: Does it need to have a fail safe mode of operation?
a. Answer: It would be beneficial if the server had sufficient capacity to be partitioned to provide a “A” side for primary operation, as well as a “B” side to provide fail safe operation should the “A” side fail.   If there are insufficient funds to purchase all of the components of the system, the county, or local agency hosting the server, shall retain the right to utilize an existing server to operate the mobile data system the vendor supplies. 

Please note our RFP states that we may purchase items to equip up to 100 vehicles.  The actual number may be less, so it will be important to list individual item costs in the bid reply.
